Matthew 28:19 imparts to us some of the last words Jesus spoke before his
ascension to the right hand of the Father. He instructed his eleven disciples to go to
all nations and make disciples. We often refer to this as “The Great Commission”
and count it among our most important duties as Christians.

The purpose for all things we do is to bring glory and honor, not to ourselves but to
God. We hope, trust and pray that you will share in our vision and join us in our
mission.
