Three Things That Will Change Your Marriage Forever

Things that go well at first can go very badly over time.  Happy marriages drift into 

indifferent marriages that descend into unhappy marriages.  Whether your marriage is 

currently happy, indifferent, or unhappy, these three principles will lead you to the 

relationship you want. 

 

Show your spouse respect. 
 

I see it in every workshop that I lead for marriages in crisis.  One treats the other as if 

they are not an equal.  Continually correcting, giving unwanted directions, talking 

“down” as if to someone not quite as smart, telling the other that they shouldn’t feel 

what they do.  People who do these don’t see themselves as controlling, but they are. 

With time, it will destroy the relationship.  

 

Allow your spouse to be who they are without trying to make them what you wish them 

to be.  When you disagree, do it with respect and validate the other person’s view even 

if it is very different from your own. 

 
Stop negative communications before they become a terrible argument. 
 

When you realize that one of you…or both of you…is headed toward anger, put on the 

brakes before things get bad.  You can put on brakes by asking for a temporary time 

out, apologizing, letting the other know that you understand, or any other action that 

your partner will see as genuine and caring.  The most important pedal in an auto is the 

brake.  Same in marriage.  Use it before things get out of hand. 

 
Think 10-10-10. 
 

Suzy Welch wrote a book encouraging people to ask themselves the consequences of 

their decisions in ten minutes, ten months, and ten years.  She’s right on target.  The 

more mature you are, the more you focus on long-term consequences rather than short-

term consequences.  Before you do anything that will affect your marriage, ask yourself 

the consequences in 10 minutes, 10 months, and 10 years.  Think long-term and it will 

change what you do short-term to much wiser actions.
