1 Corinthians 2:9 “But as it is written: Eye has not seen, nor ear heard, nor have entered
into the heart of man the things which God has prepared for those who love Him.”

I wonder how many people really believe that verse? How many people even among
Christians believe that God really has something great in eternity? I think a lot of people
believe that heaven isn’t going to be all that great because after all what is the most
common image that you see of heaven? Hollywood has told us that Heaven is always
sterile white, everybody is just standing around and have big fluffy wings and is really
bored. How exciting and interesting does that look?

Yet over and over again the Bible shows us that heaven is going to be better than anything
we could possibly fathom here on this earth. The Hebrew writer tells us that Abraham
waited, “for he waited for the city which has foundations, whose builder and maker is
God” (Hebrews 11:10). If God built it then I am going to guess that just looking upon it
will be better than anything we’ve ever known.
