“HEY, I’M A MINISTER TOO!”
By Douglas F. Parsons

A friend told of visiting a small church in the Midwest which had a banner hanging in the
auditorium with these words: You are one of 203 ministers in this church. What if each of
us said, “I’m a minister too” and served like a minister? What would it do to our church,
to our city, to our world?

This is what the Apostle Paul meant when he said that we are members one of another.
Remember how he putitt A Now t here are varieties of
are varieties of service, but the same Lord; and there are varieties of working, but He is

t he same God who i ns gliCormtbianst1h5e. riihe arukh lis that n

all Christians are called of God to minister in Christ’s name.

What if we all responded to that call? What if we took it seriously? What could happen?
What would happen?

When it’s time to worship ... what would happen if we all said, “Hey, I’m a minister too!”
I am not in the assembly to be entertained, to watch a performance and critique it, but
participate. I am to read, sing, meditate, commune, give, listen and apply the varied parts
of public worship. I hope this flashes in your mind like a blinking neon sign every
Sunday when you are trying to decide whether to go to worship -- “Hey, I’m a minister
too! Ineed to be there! I’'m needed there; I’'m part of it; ’m responsible for it! I help to
make it happen!”

When it’s time for Bible class ... what would happen if we all said, “Hey, I’'m a minister
too!” I know a man who has incredible commitment to attending Bible class. One
Sunday morning a few years ago, he put his care in reverse and backed out of his
driveway -- only to discover that his transmission was on the blink. It would not go into
any gear but reverse. What would you have done in that situation? Let me tell you what
he did. He backed all the way to Sunday school! Now, you may question the safety
factor there, but you can only admire that kind of commitment -- an amazing dedication to
Bible class because he feels a sense of ministry. What would our Bible classes be like, if
every member were just like you?

When a problem needs solving ... what would happen if we all said, “Hey, I’'m a minister
too!” A famous sermon was preached years ago entitled, “Are You Part of the Problem or
Part of the Solution!” As Christian people our calling is to be part of the solution. We are
to use our energies not to cause problems, but to solve them. That means if I’'m at the
mailbox of our church (as I was a few days ago) and see two beer cans and a half-full
bottle of whiskey littering, what do I do? I pick them up. [ don’t say, “That’s not my
job!” I don’t murmur or complain. Now it can be a little awkward to walk into church
with two beer cans and a whiskey bottle. There is also another problem -- whose trash
can do you put them in?

We are all called to be God’s ministers. It’s a ministry we share.
