With the nice weather upon us, we as your shepherds hope
that we will all reflect upon the Bible’s teaching about
modesty in the way we dress.

(1 Timothy 2:9) — and of course the same would apply to
men.

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Worry Isn’t the Way

The funny cartoon character, Charlie Brown, once said, “I’ve developed a new
philosophy... I only dread one day at a time.”

Do you find yourself bogged down by the habit of worry? Worry is that unhealthy
imagining of negative things about the future. We keep playing the picture over and
over, and it keeps us living in fear, ruining our joy in the Lord. Jesus once gently
chided one of his disciples: “Martha, Martha, you are worried and upset about many
things, but only one thing is needed” (Luke 10:41-42). Jesus doesn’t want us to worry.
It does no good, and most of the things we worry about never happen. Mark Twain
said, “I am an old man and have known a great many troubles, but most of them never
happened.”

God gives us some very practical counsel to help us overcome worry.

1. Pray regularly. Paul wrote, “Instead of worrying, pray. Let petitions and praises
shape your worries into prayers, letting God know your concerns. Before you know it,
a sense of God’s wholeness, everything coming together for good, will come and settle
you down. It’s wonderful what happens when Christ displaces worry at the center of
your life”” (Philippians 4:6b-7, The Message).

2. Learn to trust. Chronic worry betrays a faith problem. Jesus said, “What I'm
trying to do here is to get you to relax, to not be so preoccupied with getting, so you
can respond to God’s giving. People who don’t know God and the way he works fuss
over these things, but you know both God and how he works. Steep your life in God-
reality, God-initiative, God-provisions. Don’t worry about missing out. You’ll find all
your everyday human concerns will be met. Give your entire attention to what God is
doing right now, and don’t get worked up about what may or may not happen
tomorrow. God will help you deal with whatever hard things come up when the time
comes” (Matthew 6:31-34, The Message). Worry indicates we’re focused on the
wrong things, and that we’re trying too hard to control too much of life ourselves.

Jesus was not urging a carefree and thoughtless kind of peace that is totally indifferent
to life. Believers are not carefree—they have a healthy concern about many things.
We can actually put our worry to work by letting it motivate us to constructive activity.
As one fellow said, “You can’t wring your hands and roll up your sleeves at the same
time.” It can move us to mobilize our faith and help us appreciate the things that are
really important. Worry can be replaced with trust and gratitude. God has promised to
work for our good (Romans 8:28) and meet our needs (Philippians 4:19). You can
“cast all your anxiety on him because he cares for you” (1 Peter 5:7).
