GRIEFCAREé

We’ve all experienced it. Someone we know suffers the loss of a loved one, and we
don’t quite know what to say or do. I’m no expert, but here’s a few suggestions that
may prove helpful to you.

WHAT TO SAY

1. Assoon as you can, contact the family and let them know you are aware of their
loss. Tell them that you love them and that you are praying for them.

Be accepting of, not shocked by, their emotions. It’s a hard time.

Tell them you are sorry for their loss. Sincerely speak well of their loved one.
Let them know you stand ready to help, and be specific in telling them what you
can do.

5. Call them after the funeral and let them know you’re still thinking of them.
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WHAT TO DO

1. If your relationship is such, go by their home and spend a few minutes with them
(but don’t go unannounced). Maybe you don’t know what to say, but your presence
shows support.

2. Expressions of love such as flowers, potted plants or monetary gifts (to a special
fund at the family’s request) mean so much.

3. Go by the funeral home and/or attend the funeral, if possible. Be sure to sign the

guest register so the family will know you visited.

Send a sympathy card with a few words handwritten by you personally.

Call them and let them talk about their feelings if they wish. Be a good listener.
