SMILE, YOU’RE BEING WATCHED

The noted speaker, Charles Spurgeon, was emphasizing to his class the importance of 

making the facial expression fit the message.  “When you speak of heaven,” he said, “let 

your face light up, let it become irradiated with a heavenly gleam, let your eyes shine with 

reflected glory.  But when you speak of hell — well, your ordinary face will do.”   
 

We chuckle.  But should we?  Look at people — even among the household of God — and 

by their expressions you would judge that they are bearing the weight of the world.  So 

many wear a scowl, it would appear their face would crack if they smiled.  However, 

simply from a material standpoint there is more out there to grin about than to grimace 

about. 
 

Certainly that is true for the child of God, especially in light of the statement in  

Romans 4:7, 8, “Blessed are they whose transgressions are forgiven, whose sins are 

covered, Blessed is the man whose sin the Lord will never count against him.”  The world 

“blessed” means happy.  Yet why do we see so many sad looking countenances?  Look 

round about you next Lord’s day, and see for yourself.  Someone has observed, “Smile, and 

the whole world smiles with you; cry, and you cry alone.”  And remember this:  whatever 

happened that caused that sorrow, it came to pass; it didn’t come to stay.  The dark cloud 

will be driven away and “He (God) will fill your mouth with laughter” (Job 8:21). 
 

For some of us, looking into a mirror to see our natural face brings no smile.  But there is 

no reason for us not to be happy when we look into the mirror of God’s word and see our 

sins taken away and our soul made spotless by the blood of the Lamb.
